Day 2: Thursday, April 9, 2026 London, England Arrive in 
London, England’s dynamic capital.

The overall activity level of this tour is a level 3. This means you’re an on-
the-go traveler. You don’t want to miss a thing, so walking and standing for 
longer periods of time (2-3 hours) isn’t a big deal. A moderately paced two-
and-a-half-hour walking tour, covering several miles, hills, and uneven 
surfaces, is no problem for you. Walking four miles over the course of a day 
is very doable, as is climbing into and out of various modes of 
transportation (tuk-tuk, cable car, zodiac, etc.). You can climb three flights 
of stairs easily and handle altitudes between 6,000 and 9,000 feet. Expect 
some longer days with early mornings or late nights balanced with free 
time to recharge or set out on your own adventure. This level is not a fit for 
travelers who require mobility assistance devices. 
 

Some of the most unique sightseeing can mean accessing locations that 
restrict motor coaches, especially in the historic areas of Paris, such as 
Montmartre and Versailles, which require the ability to walk up and down 
hills and on cobblestoned streets and stairs. For your comfort, we 

recommend bringing comfortable walking shoes. If you require a walker or 
wheelchair, or have difficulty walking, you may not be able to access some 
of these areas and may want to consider an alternate program with us. Our 
Client Care Agents can provide additional information or assistance to help 
you determine the perfect trip for you. 
 

The walking tour in London will be a little over 2 hours and requires 
standing up to 20 minutes at various sites.

You can handle altitudes between 
6,000 and 9,000 feet. You can expect some longer days balanced with free time. This level is not a fit for travelers that require mobility assistance 
devices. 

During this extension, you can expect to have a hosted experience or two, with a local representative revealing more of what this destination has to 
offer. Enjoy a mix of independent exploration and guided sightseeing and experiences.

Tickets should be 
purchased for the afternoon on your second day in Amsterdam or any time during your third day in Amsterdam. 

Triple rooms are not available. Upon request, triple accommodations can be confirmed in a double and a single room, or a cot may be requested at an 
additional cost. 

Single accommodations are limited and are available on a first-come, first-served basis. Single rate subject to change based on availability. 

We will use public transportation during the walking tour of Amsterdam. Porterage is not available in Paris and Amsterdam train stations. You’ll be 
responsible for handling your own luggage from the vehicle drop-off point to the train in Paris and in Amsterdam from the train to the vehicle that will 
transfer you to the hotel. You must be able to lift your luggage from the platform onto the carriage. There is no checked luggage compartment on 
trains between Paris and Amsterdam.
